Phishing starts with cyber-

criminals gaining access to e-

mail addresses, then luring 

recipients to fake websites to 

gather confidential data.  How 

do you know if the website is 

fake?  For example, 

www.crusolutions.com is a 

valid website. Pay close atten-

tion to what is immediately 

before the .com.  This is a 

potentially good link: 

―patches.crusolutions.com‖.
