The governing board of the Educational Service Center of Cuyahoga County
named Frank Mahnic Jr. as its new president at its Jan. 21 meeting. Tom G.
Thacker was named vice president.

Thacker also will be the Cuyahoga Valley Chamber of Commerce liaison, and
liaison for the Cuyahoga Heights Local School District.

Board member Carol Fortlage will be the Independence Local School District
liaison, and Mahnic will be the Cuyahoga Valley Career Center liaison and the
Student Achievement liaison.

The ESCCC serves all of the 31 districts in Cuyahoga County and, because of
state law, has a special governance responsibility to serve the Cuyahoga Heights,
Independence and Richmond Heights Local Schools.

ESCCC is the largest service center in Ohio, employing 1,100 full- and part-time
employees in Cuyahoga County alone, representing 124,000 students plus
Cleveland through other contracts. Services range from programs for "at risk"
students to gifted programming and leadership and support initiatives.
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
