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I. Purpose and Description of Directory 

 
The Cuyahoga Special Education Service Center (CSESC) receives inquiries from parents, education and 
agency personnel regarding resources for diagnostic and therapeutic services for children with disabilities.  
This directory provides a list of individuals and agencies capable of providing specialized assessment and 
treatment resources for children with disabilities. 
 
The directory is divided into six major sections:  (1) Psychological/Counseling Services; (2) Hearing & Speech 
Services; (3) Tutors; and (4) Occupational/Physical Therapy Services.   Section 5 lists Public & Private Agency 
Resources providing comprehensive multi-disciplinary services.  The last section lists contacts for school 
districts and community schools.   
  
Every attempt was made to insure the accuracy and completeness of the information in this directory.  
However, because of the unavoidable time lag between data collection, publication, printing and dissemination, 
errors do occur.  Users of this directory are encouraged to assist in updating the information by alerting the 
CSESC Assessment Office of necessary changes. 

 
 

II. Individuals Service Providers 
 

A. Sources of Information 
This directory represents a revision of earlier publications.  All persons/organizations listed in the 
previous publication were contacted by mail and asked to verify or update the published information.  
All persons who wish to be included are listed in this directory.  No attempts were made to obtain 
references and inclusion in this directory should not be construed as endorsement of the listed 
professionals or organizations by the CSESC. 

 
B. Choosing an Individual Service Provider 

When parents, school districts, or other parties are seeking specialized assessment or therapeutic 
services, several factors may be important in obtaining a good match between the professional and the 
client.  The following considerations may be helpful: 

 
1. Specific Credentials 

The quality of professional practice is controlled to some extent by various certification 
procedures.  The following description of some kinds of credentials may be helpful to 
consumers. 

• Ohio Department of Education Certification Licensure 
 Professionals who work in educational agencies such as public schools are required to 

meet specific certification/licensure requirements.  Such certifications are controlled by 
the Offices of Professional Development and Certification & Licensure of the Ohio 
Department of Education.  The specific certification/licensure requirements vary, but in general 
include such things as specific university coursework, undergraduate or graduate degrees, and 
successful completion of supervised internship. 

• Professional Board Licensure 
 Licensure is a credential, which is separate from certification and in general enables a 

professional to engage in private practice in his or her area of competence.  Different licensing 
boards prescribe specific licensure requirements.  While these requirements differ among 
professions, they include graduate coursework and degrees, successful internship experience, 
and successful completion of written and/or oral examinations. 



 
2. Experience with Children with Disabilities 
 Consumers who seek specialized assessment for children with disabilities may wish to inquire about 

the professional’s access to specific equipment, specialized materials, or adaptations necessary for the 
individual who has a disability.  Examples of questions, which maybe appropriate, include: 

• What experience does the professional have with this specific type of disability? 
• Is adaptive equipment available? 
• Is the office/facility wheelchair accessible? 
• Does the professional use sign language? 

 

3. Experience with Children of Various Ages 
 Some professionals may have special expertise serving children of certain ages.  This may be of 

particularly important for very young children or for older adolescents, both of whom may require 
specialized approaches to the delivery of diagnostics and treatment services. 

  

4. Experience with Bilingual or Minority Children 
 Some parents of children from bilingual or minority backgrounds have interest in selecting professionals 

who have had experience working with these populations.  This may be especially critical in situations 
where test performance might be influenced by language or cultural differences. 

 

5. Knowledge and Experience with Special Education Rules 
 In cases where a diagnostic evaluation is sought in order to determine eligibility for special education 

services, consumers may wish to know whether or not service providers are knowledgeable about 
current special education rules and guidelines.  Because public schools must comply with these 
regulations, an evaluation, which is incomplete or uses or inappropriate measures, cannot be 
used to determine eligibility and need for special education services.  Insuring that the individual 
service provider is knowledgeable about these requirements before the evaluation is done can prevent 
difficulties in determining eligibility later.
